The most well-known attractions are the cliff formations of
Prekestolen and Kjerag, visited by thousands of tourists every
year. On the cruise along Lysefjorden you will see these two
icons as well as caves, islands, mountain farms, the longest
wooden staircase you have ever seen, and a wealth of wildlife:
seals, goats and birds of prey. A must!
